Regular committee reports:

 

VES-Mentioned that he is still negotiating with the highway department which is due December 31st. We will start discussing this in July or August.  Ves also mentioned that we still are waiting to hear about the $400,000.00 grant we put in for from the State of New York. He also wanted everyone to know that there  have been over 3.000 letters sent in support of Lyon Mountain Correctional.
