Supervisor Pivetta opened the meeting at 5:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance led by Councilperson Stacey.  Sherry took roll call noting Jamie Martineau absent and all others present. 

The purpose of the Special Meeting was to discuss the Highway Garage/ Town Hall Project. Supervisor Pivetta briefly went over the Highway Garage/ Town Hall financials. He explained that the building was purchased in two parts one was in May 2008 and September 2008. Engineering was involved in October 2008 as well as December 2008. For this phase it was $154,263.00. Other phases with Premise from January 2009 -December 2009 was $190,545.29. Ves said he knows it sounds costly but they started from scratch and Kris said there were lots  of issues with the APA. So far the cost has been $354,811.14. The future costs will be approx. $1,655,900.00. We are hoping to start the second week in April. Ves said we do have to hire a plumber. John and Ves have been looking at ways to save money after the building is erected. There can be some areas the Town can save money. He also mentioned that the State Police will be at the new building. At this time they don't pay anything but maybe down the road we can ask them to contribute a little.

 

Supervisor Pivetta went over bond options. If  the Town can go with a 4.7 fixed rate for 25 years or also 4.3 fixed for 20 years. Ves said this would increase taxes about .50- .65 cents per thousand if we went with the 25 years. If we went with the 20 year it would increase to .40- .50 cents per thousand. The Town is still waiting to hear on the $400,000.00 grant we put in for. He also heard that there will be about 10 million dollars spent on the North Country. Ves will be filling out the paperwork to try and get some of this money. He also  discussed why it is so important to construct the new building. Alot of money is spent on fuel costs for the two buildings not to mention phone, and internet systems. Ves did mention that the insurance company gave the full amount possible on the loss of the Highway Garage.
