Regular committee reports:

 

VES-Mentioned that so far 6500 letters have been sent to Albany to save Lyon Mountain Correctional. He also said the state will have to  maintain the building for 3 years after closure .He also said we had a new phone system put in at no cost by Westelcomdue to all the problems with the system. We received a $2000 grant from Stewarts which will be for the youth. He also mentioned new ways for voting. These machines will cost around $30,000.00 and each ballot is around .57 cents. He said he has sent letters to the legislature. The town can't afford this. He also said that Jeff Greene is working on taking his exam. The water and sewer is a 7 day a week job.

 

 David- He had a meeting with the youth commission and he wanted to mention that baseball/softball signups start April 24th. Angie wants to start showing movies at the Town Hall if possible.Bill Durnin wanted to know if the youth commission can get the ok to purchase baseballs, softballs and field paint. Also 5 pounds of grass seed. There is also some repairs that need to be done as well. He also wanted to know if the Town can help with the mowing the big field. David said he spoke with Eva Durnin and she would like to step down from her position but will wait until a replacement is found. Christina O'Neill was asking about Canaly Park. She wanted to know if a skateboarding park can be put in. The board said a certificate of insurance will need to be provided as well as being maintained. Larry Chase wanted to know who is responsible for clearing out the fire hydrants. Ves said the Lyon Mountain water department is.

Deb- She talked to the church group that had the youths doing the clean up last year and is checking to see if they can do the clean up again this year. She said it's very important to have this study because if Lyon Mountain Correctional closes it affects everyone. All our taxes will be raised. She feels it is very important to have this study done. The unemployment rate is greater in Clinton County than Essex County.

Old business: Ves said we are still waiting to hear from Roger Bigelow about the historian position. Ves wanted to mention that the figures that were put in the Press we not correct about the possible tax increase.. We still have a $400,000.00 grant we are waiting to hear on. Bill Owens called today and discussed three grants available to municipalities with less than 20,000 people. He said we already have $500,000 invested in this new building. We are hoping to break ground the second week in April. The total cost will be around 1.7 million. The board will be voting on borrowing a million dollar bond. Jerry Gagnier wanted to know how this project went from $400,000 to 1.7 million. Alot of expenses were spent on engineering costs. The APA was a big  problem too plus costs obviously incresed due to the need to hire a contractor. Paul Pasquerella wanted to know if the board would be having a Public Hearing to discuss borrowing the 1 million bond. The board mentioned that there was a Public Hearing on March 11 and only four people showed up.  At the end of the meeting nobody had questions. Paul wanted to know if it would be an option to go in with the Village. It was already discussed in the past and the board felt going with the Village was not in the best interest of everyone in the town. Gary Germaine wanted to know how high taxes will be raised. It was estimated .30 to .50 cents per thousand but that's just an estimate. Mary McCaffrey said it's very frustrating because her taxes have doubled in the last 10 years.  Mary McCaffrey wanted to know if the inmates can do any of the work on the new building. Ves will look into it. Paul wanted to know how long the waiting period is for the grants. The board is not sure. Gary wanted some assurance that if the grants come through that the extra money from the bond will be put aside and not just spent. The board said the money would be put aside. and all monies will be used very wisely.

 

Deb wanted to mention that a rumor has been going around that the Town passed up on a $300,000 grant. The Town has not passed on any grants what's so ever. Jerry said even if we get the grant money it will take some time before we have the money in our hands.
